NOW THERF =oRE, under and by virtue of the powers 
in me vested, I c;__ he reby proclaim, declare and 1nake known 
as follows:-

PRELIMINARY. 

1. The laws mentioned in the First Schedule to this 
Proclamation shall be and _ are hereby repeated t-o the extent 
set ,out i-n the third column of that Schedule, together w:t'h­
SQ much of any other law as may be repug:nant to or in­
consistent with the provisions of this Proclamation : 
Provided that such repeal shall .not aHect -

(a) the oontinued exisbence of the Land and Agricultural 
Bank of Sou-th West ·Africa as established under the 
~and Bank Amendment Pr,oclamation, 1<J22 (Proclama­
t~on No. 10 of -1922), as a body corporate, capabl-e under 
the said ~-ame of suing. and being sued, and subject to 
the -prov1,~1,ons ,of sect1,on seven ty-one, of purchasing 
or otherw1s-e acquiring, hokling and alienating pmperty, 
movable or immovable, and of doing and performing 
such acts and thi11gs as bodies corporate may by law 
d,o and perform, subj-ect to the pr-ovisioils of this 
Proclamation and any amendment ther-eof; 

(b) a_ny _ _p_ropedy vested in and arty rights acquired or 
!1ab1lmes incurred by such bank prior to the ooming 
mto force •of this Proclamation, including assets and 
s-ecurities handed ov,er to _the Bank :n respect of the 
liquidation of the Landwi rtschaftsbank tuer Suedwest 
Afrika i-n terms -of the prov.isions of the Land Bank 
Amendment Proclamation, 1922 (Proclamati,on No. 10 
of 1922). Provided that, notwithstanding anything to 
the contrary oontained in any law, n,o . formal transfer 
or cession shall be _necessary i-n respect of any bond, 
bill or other security s-o taken over from the said 
Landwirtschaftsbank; nor shall any duty or fee of 
any kii1•d be payable in respect of such cession or 
transfer. 

The Bank shall be an<l is hereby authorised to carry 
out and comp)ete the contract contained i,n any such 
bond or secunty and shall have the same rights and 
remedi~s in respect thereof as were .. enjoy,ed · by the 
Landw1rtschaftsbank aforesai d prior to the liquidation 
t~eroof, with _the additional right and power to e)(er­
~ts~ the s_p-ec1al power of rec-ovei;y and all pow:ers 
11!c!·dental ther:eto vested i? the Bank under the pro­
v1s1ons of this ProclamatJ.on. Provided further that 
all regulations ,or byelaws made, or orders issued 
under the provisions aaf any of ·the laws repealed ·by 
this section shall, in s-o far as the same are not 
r-epugnant to ,or inconsistent with the provisions of 
this Proclamation, remain .in force until altered or 
repealed. · 

2. In this Proclamati,on, •or any amendment thereof, 01 
any regulations made thereunder, unJ.ess inconsistent •with the 
context -

"cash credit ac~ount" shall mean an account through which 
a_ oo-oper_atlv~ society or caampany may, from .time to 
hme, dunng its currency as fixed by the board, draw 
moneys fmm the Bank and repay moneys to the Bank 
s-o that the total amount owing to the Bank under the 
cash er-edit account shall not at any one ti-me exceed 
a maximum to be fixed by the board;

CHAPTER I. 

Management of the Bank 

3. ( 1) The Bank shall be coutrolled by a Board oonsist. 
ing of not less than four and not more than five members, 
-the number to be determined fr.om time fo time by the Ad­
ministrator, one of whom shall be the Managing Dir,ector. 
These members shall be appointed by the Administrator, and 
shall, subject to the pr-ovisi<ons of section elevm, hold office 
for a period of three years. 

(2) The Managing Dir·ector or person acting as such 
shall be chairman of the Board. The Manager or person 
acting as such shall, whe.z practicable, attend a11 meetings 
of the Board, but in an advisory capacity only, and shall' not 
hf> entitled to vote. 

(3) In the event of the absence or incapacitation by 
sickness or ojher cause of the Chairman, the Administrator 
shall appoint any other member of the Board to ad as 
cmrmnan during the period of such sickness or incapa~itation. 
The person so acting may ,exercise all the powers and shat! 
discharge all the duties by this Proclamation• ·or by any 
other law exercisable or to be performed by the ch'airman. 

4. {1) Every member of the Board shall receive o ut 
of the funds o f the Bank such remuneration and allowances 
as the Administrator may from time to time determine. 

(2) Every member of the Board, when travelling on 
the business of the Bank, sh'all be paid out o f the funds of 
the Bank, in additio n to any remuneration or allowances which 
may be payable under sub-section (1), 

(a) his rail fare when travellin_g bv · t il, and 

(b) wher,e there is no railway betwee,:, the points traversed, 
an allowance towards transport acoording to a tariff 
framed by the Administrator ; 

(c) an allowance towards subsistence according to a tariff 
framed by the Administrator, when carrying out special 
duties. 

5. (1) The Administrator shall appoint, on such terms 
and conditions as he may deem fit , a managing di.•ecf,'Jr, 
and may authorise the payment to such managing director, 
pi addition to salary or any other emolument, of a bonus 
l.11 respect of his services and may suspend from duty or 
remov,e from office any such managing director. 

(2) . Subject to the approval of the Administrator, the 
·Board 1111ay, from time to time, appoi1nt, on such terms and 
conditio,is as it may deem fit, a manager and such officers 
and cler-ks as may be necessary for conducting the business of 
the Ban':k, and may, subject to the like approval, 

(a) p/lY to any such manager, officer or clerk, in addition 
to salary or any other emolument, a bonus in res.pect 
uf his services, 

and 
(b) :suspend from duty or r-emove from office any such 

rnanage·r, officer or derk. 

(3) The Managing director shall, subject to the direction 
and control of the Administrator, be the chief executive officer 
of the bank. 

(4) The Manager and all officers and clerks appointed 
in terms of sub-section ( 1) shall be subject to the orders, 
direction an.d control of the managing director.

CHAPTER III. 

ADVANCES AND SECURITIES. 

A. General. 
17. Every application made for an advance shall be 

made -on a form prescribed by the board ,and shall state the 
purpose for which the advance is required. 

18. (1) No advance shall be made to any person except 
upon a resolution of a duly constituted meeting of the board 
at which the question of making th e advance is properly 
considered, or until the bond or any other security which is 
proposed to be given to secure the advance has been register­
ed as by law required or otherwise completed. 

(2) No advance bo,w fide made to any pers·on who, or 
society or company which, is discovered, after the advance 
or any part thereof has been made , not to be or not to 
have been in the case of an individual, a farmer or in th e 
case of a society or company, a co-operative society or com ­
pany, shall entail any personal liability upon the board or 
any officer of the bank, but the board may refuse to pay any 
further instalments of the authorised advance, and may at 
once proceed to call in and recover in manner hereinafter 
provided, the amount already advanced.

(3) If any amount owing to the bank is paid off on 
a -date, other than the due date for payment of any instalment 
or interest, the board may claim interest in respect of 
such amount up to the date of such payment only. 

B. AdWlllces on security over imm?vable property. 

21. Cl) Applications for advances on security over im­
movable property shall· be transmitted to the Magistrate of 
the district in whkh' is situate the greater part of the 
security proposed for the advance, who shall thereupon r,efer 
such application to a valuator appointed under this Procla­
mation; Provided that the board may dispense with a valuation 
where the property offered as security has already been valu,ed 
by a val'Uator appointed under this Pmclamation. 

The valuator shall record on the prescribed form his 
valuation of the security and return the form to the 
Magistrate, · 

(2) The .\\agistrate receiving the application shalt report 
as to the \"alue of the said pmperty, and to the cliaracter ~ 
ability, occupation, and general suitabil'ity of the applicant 
and a:: to the advisability of makfog the advance. The Ma­
g:s :rate shall transmit the application and his report to the 
bar..k. 

22. ( 1) :'-,;o such advance shall be made for a sum less 
than iifty pounds except in special cases, and no advance 
shall be made to any one farmer of a sum greater than th11ee 
thousand pounds, or for sums which in the aggregate exceed 
three thousand pounds.

CHAPTER IV. 

Accounts. 

64. The manager shall, within two month's after 
the thirty-first day of December in each y,ear, transmit to 
the Administrator to be published in the Gazette, a statement 
,of .accounts showing:-

(a) the assets and liabilities of the bank as on the said 
dates; and 

(b) the profit and loss account for the preceding year. 

Every such statement shall be signed as corr>ect by the 
manager, two members of the board and by the accountant 
of the bank. 

In addition to the accounts in this section mentioned, 
the board shall render d:o th:e Administrator from time to 
time such other accounts, reports and statements as the Ad­
ministrator may require. 

65. The Administrator or any officer in the public service 
deputed by him shall have full access to all the accounts, 
documents and papers in the bank, and the board shall at 
all times furnish to him al'l such information as he may 
requir-e. 

66. (1) The reserve fund of the bank, created by the 
Land Bank Amendment Proclamation, 1922 (Proclamation No. 
10 of 1922), shall be credited from time to time:-

(a) with fifty per cent of all moneys recover-ed in respect 
of any assets of the Landwirtschaftsbank foer Suedwest 
Afrika aforesaid, the remaining fifty per cent be~o?"Iing 
.and forming part of the fonds loaned by the Administra­
tion to the bank; 

(b) with any net profit earned by the bank. 

(2) The res-erve fund sh_al_l be app_hed by the bo~rd in 
making good -any loss or def1c1ency which may occur m any 
of the transactions of the bank. 

(3) Whenev•er any balance r·emains in the r,eserve fund 
after providing for the loss or . deficiency as aforesaid, it 
may be devoted to any of the purpos·es to which any other 
funds of the bank may by this Proclamation or any amendment 
thereof be devoted, and may, in the discrdion of . the board 
be invested in any other manner, on good and sufficient 
security. 

67. Notwithstanding anything to .the contrary i!n the 
preceding s-ection contained, the· board may, out of any net 
profit earned by the bank, before such profit is cr,edited 
to the reserve fund .as pr,escribed, ma'k,e grants in such 
terms and conditions as the board may determine, to any 
agricultural union or similar organization of farmers, which 
the Administrator certified to be fully representative of the 
farming community in any area and to have been formed 
for the acquisition and distribuHon o·f information as to 
the best manner of carrying on farming operations and 
agricultural oo-0peration in general'. 

68. The accounts of the bank shall be audited by the 
Controller and Auditor-General at a i1ee to be determined by 
the Administrator after consultation with the Controlle r and 
~uditor-General and the board, whi.ch' shall be defrayied out of 
'the fonds of the bank and paid into the Terr"itory Rev-enu•e 
Fiund.

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CHAPTER V. 

General a.'ld Miscellalleous. 

69. The Administrator may make regulations, not in­
consistent with this Proclamation, as to aU or any of the 
following matters, namely:-

( a) the meetings and proceedings of the board; 

(b) the rights and privileges and the duties .of the staff 
and the duties of other persons employed by the bank, 
and the manner of their performance; 

( c) the establishment of agencies; 

(d) the management of the bank arid its agencies; 

( e) the specific cases in which property given as security 
shall be insured; 

(f) the rules of good husbandry; 

(g) the construction of dipping tanks; 

(h) the conditions whicl:I may be imposed in regard to 
advances for improvements or new works, and the 
payment of such advances as work proceeds; 

(i) the forms to be used and the books, accounts, and 
records to be kept; 

and generally for fully and effectually carrying out ~nd 
giving effect to the objects and Pll:rposes and for guardmg 
against violations of th1s Proclamation. 

(2) The Adm_inistrator may · fur~her provide a penalty 
for the contravent10n of any regulations made in terms of 
this section. 

70. (1) The boar<! shall from time to ~ime appo_int. a 
reasonable .number of fit and proper persons m each d1stn~t 
to inspect and value properties for the purposes of this 
Proclamation, and may in its discretion remove any person 
so appointed. The board shall_ at the_ expense of ~any p~rs~n 
so appointed cause notice of his ap~mtme~t to_ be pub\1sh~d 
in the Gazette and in a newspaper c1rculatmg m the d1stnct 
in respect of which such appointment has been made. 

(2) The fees and travelling expenses of valuators _so 
appointed shall be payable by the bank in accordance ~v1_th 
tariffs framed by the board and approved by the Admm1s-
trator. 

(3) Every magistrate and police of~ioer; and th~ Oirecto~ 
of Posts and Telegraphs and any office: under him shall, 
without additional emolument, when reqmred by th·c board, 
report on any cases submitted to him and generally act as 
agent of the bank. 

( 4) The board shall have access \~'ithout . fee. or charg_e 
to the· valuation roil of any local ratmg auth<?nty, and it 
shall be the duty of officers of every such autho~1ty. to supply 
without fee or charge to the board, upon apph~ation, part!• 
culars as to any valuation of rateable property m respect of 
which such local authority has power to levy rates. 

71. The board may, subject to the '.3,PProval of the 
Administrator, appoint agents or represe?tatives of the bank 
outside the Territorv of South West Afnca, and may ou~ of 
its funds establish offices for such agents or representatives. 

7? It shall not be lawful for the bank to hold land 
other -·than is required for its bustness purposes or other 
than land mortgaged to and bought in by the bank or . other 
than land otherwise acquired on _account of debt. All land so. bought in or otherwise . acqmred shall be_ sold at the 
earliest. favourable opportumty upon such special terms and 
conditions as the board may approve.
