PART I : GENERAL 

DEFINITIONS: 

I. In these regulations unless the context otherwise in­
dicates -

"adult" means a person over the age of 12 years; 

"ashes" means the remains of a body after cremation 
in a crematorium; 

"body" means a human dead body and includes the 
body of a still-born child; 

"cemetery" means any piece of ground established as 
a cemetery by the Council in terms of section 219 of 
the Municipal Ordinance, 1963 (Ordinance 13 of 
1963); 

"child" means a person of 12 years or younger; 

"Council" means the Council of the Municipality of 
Windhoek; 

"cremate" and "cremation" means cremate and 
cremation as defined in the Crematorium Ordinance, 
1971 (Ordinance 6 of 1971); 

"crematorium" means a crematorium as defined in 
the Crematorium Ordinance, 1971 (Ordinance 6 of 
197 l); 

"white" means a person of whom both parents are of 
pure white descent; 

"grave" means any excavation prepared for the inter­
ment of a body; 

"grave space" means any piece of ground laid out for 
a single grave within a cemetery; 

"identification tablet" means a small block of con­
crete fixed at the foot or head of a grave which dis­
plays the number of the grave;

"non-white" means a person of Asian, Bantu or 
Coloured descent, or of whom both parents are not 
of pure white descent; 

"owner" in relation to a grave space means the per­
son who by purchase has acquired the exclusive right 
of interment in such grave space; 

"Registrar of Deaths" means any person for the time 
being appointed by the State to register deaths; 

"Superintendent" means the person from time to 
time holding the appointment of Superintendent 
Parks and Cemeteries in the service of the 
Municipality aQd any person acting on his behalf; 

"Town Engineer" means the person from time to 
time holding the appointment of town engineer in the 
service of the Municipality and any person acting on 
his behalf. 

DISPOSAL OF BODIES: 

2. (1) No person shall dispose of any body except by 
burial or by the process of cremation in a proper­
ly constituted crematorium. · 

(2) Subject to the provisions of Part VII no body 
may be buried in any place other than a cemetery 
without the written permission of the Council. 

PERMISSION TO BE OBTAINED FOR 
INTERMENTS 

3. (1) No person shall inter or cause to be interred any 
body or ashes of a cremated body within any 
cemetery without the written permission of the 
Council first being obtained. 

(2) Such permission shall not be given unless -

"Stadsingenieur" die persoon wat van tyd tot tyd die 
pos van stadsingenieur in die diens van die 
Munisipaliteit beklee en enigeen wat namens horn op-­
tree; 

"Superintendent" die persoon wat van tyd tot tyd die 
betrekking van superintendent van parke en 
begraafplase in diens van die munisipaliteit beklee en 
enigeen wat namens horn optree; 

"veras" en "verassing" veras en verassing soos 
omskryf in die Ordonnansie op Krematoriums 1971 
(Ordonnansie 6 van 1971); 

"volwassene" 'n persoon wat ouer as 12 jaar is. 

BESKIKKING OOR LYKE 

2. (1) Niemand mag oor 'n lyk beskik nie buiten by 
wyse van begrawing of die proses van verassing 
in 'n behoorlike opgerigte krematorium. 

(2) Behoudens die bepalings van Deel VII, mag geen 
lyk sander die skriftelike toestemming van die 
Raad, in enige ander plek as 'n begraafplaas 
begrawe word nie. 

TOESTEMMING TOT BEGRA WING 

3. (I) Niemand mag enige lyk of die asse van enige 
veraste lyk, in 'n begraafplaas, sonder die 
vootaf verkree toestemming van die · Raad, 
begrawe of toelaat dat dit gedoen word nie. 

(2) Sodanige toestemming word nie verleen nie tensy-
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(a) in the case of a body, a written order signed 
by the Registrar of Deaths is produced along 
with the notice of interment; 

(b) in the case of ashes, the cremation certificate 
or a cppy, certified by a commissioner of 
oaths, is produced along with the notice of 
interment; 

(c) in all cases where an inquest has been held a 
magistrate's written authority for interment 
shall accompany the notice of interment; 

(d) the prescribed fees have been paid. 

FREE BURIAL 

4. The Council may, on application, and in its entire 
discretion, inter any body free of charge, in such 
place and manner as it may deem fit. 

HOURS OF ADMISSION TO CEMETERIES 

5. Every cemetery shall be open to the public on every 
day of the week during such hours as the Council 
may determine by resolution: Provided that the 
Council shall have the power to close to the public 
any cemetery or portion thereof for any period the 
Council may deem fit. 

CHILDREN 

6. No child may enter any cemetery unless it is under 
the care of a person who, in the opinion of the 
Superintendent, is a responsible person. 

VISITORS TO KEEP TO PATHS 

7. No person shall enter the cemetery or depart 
therefrom except by the entrance gates, and no per­
son shall leave a road or path, except for purposes 
permitted by these regulations, or to go to a grave 
space. 

ADVERTISING, DISTRIBUTION OF TRACTS, 
ETC., PROHIBITED: 

8. No person shall solicit any business order or exhibit, 
distribute or leave any tract, business card or adver­
tisement within any cemetery or use any cemetery 
road or walk for the conveyance of any goods or 
other articles except when it is intended for use in the 
cemetery.

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COMMITTING NUISANCE 

9. No person shall. create a.ny nuisance within any 
cemetery and the Superintendent or person in charge · 
of any cemetery may remove from such cemetery 
any .person who in his •opinion creates a nuisance. 

DISTURBANCE OF SOIL.AND PLANTS 

l 0. Except where it is expressly permitted by these 
regulations, no person shall pluck any flower or 
remove, destroy or damage any tree, shrub or other 
plant,. whether wild or cultivated~ within a cemetery, 
or remove or disturb the soii under or about it or in 
any.way interfere with·any grave or erection in any 
cemetery. 

ANlMALS IN CEMETERY; 

11. (1) No person shall bring or allow any bird or 
. animal to be · inside any cemetery. · 

(2) Any dog, cat, fowl or other bird found in the 
cemetery may be destroyed by the Council 
without paying any compensation to the owner 
thereof. 

(3). Any •other Jlnimal fouijd in any cemetery shall 
•· be impounded •. ·.. · 

VEHICLES PROHIBITED 

12. (lfNo person shalt titinlf into any cemetery any 
·· vehicle except the vehicle used for conveying a 

body,· or :conveying the immediate family of a 
deceased, or conveying•ministers of religion to 
the chapel. 

(2) No person shall bring any perambulator or cy­
cle into any cemetery. · 

(3) A vehicle conveying goods for use in the 
cemetery may, with the permission of the 
Superintendent,. enter. the ·cemetery and any 
driver of a vehicle obtaining such permission, 
shall be under the direction · of the Superinten­
dent in all matters.

19. No non-whites shall be interred in a cemetery set 
aside for whites and no whites shall be interred in a 
cemetery set aside for non-whites. 

PURCHASE OF RIGHT TO GRAVE SPACE 

20. (I) The Council may, in its discretion, reserve land 
in any cemetery for subdivision into grave 
spaces, and may sell to any person the exclusive 
right of burial in one or more grave spaces, sub­
ject to payment of the fees prescribed in 
Schedule C and to the regulations for the time 
being in force. 

(2) Any person desiring to reserve the use of any 
such grave space shall apply to the Superinten­
dent.

FEES FOR INFORMATION

29. (I) No grave, whether in a purchased grave space 
or not, shall contain more than two coffins and 
the top of the last interred coflin shall be at least 
1,20 m from the ordinary surface of the ground, 
except that the top of the last interred coffin in a 
child's grave shall be at least 1, 10 m from the 
ordinary surface of the ground. 

(2) The Council may, provided perm1ss1on has 
been obtained from the Magistrate and the 
Medical Officer of Health, _and on good cause 
shown, give permission for a third coffin to be 
interred in a grave in which not more than two 
coffins have been interred, if a period of not less 
than 30 years has elapsed since the last inter­
ment. 

(3) The Council may, where early and. rapid 
decomposition has commenced, or for any 
reason, on the recommendation of the Medical 
Oflicer of Health partially inter a body before 
the time set for interment, provided the person 
signing the notice of interment is informed of 
the time of the partial interment.

ground. 

INTERMENT OF ASHES 

30. Any urn, casket or any receptacle containing the 
ashes of a body after cremation, shall be interred or 
placed in the space or place set aside for the pur­
pose and the fee prescribed in Schedule C shall be 
paid: Provided that the Council may give permis­
sion for the burial of any receptacle containing 
ashes in a grave space, subject to payment of the 
fees specified in Schedule C. 

CHILD'S COFFIN OVERSIZE 

31. If a child's coffin is too large for a child's grave, it 
shall be placed in an adult's grave and the usual fee 
for an adult's grave prescribed in Schedule C shall 
be paid by the person giving the notice of interment. 

DISTURBING OF HUMAN REMAINS 

32. No person shall disturb any human remains, or any 
soil adjacent thereto in a cemetery, except for a pur­
pose expressly permitted by these regulations. 

GRAVE ALIGNMENTS AND ENCROACH­
MENTS 

33. (I) Every person in erecting or placing any kerb, 
railing or any other enclosing work, shall 
enclose the grave space so as to secure unifor­
mity of alignment and straightness of kerbing 
and railing as far as possible, and the same prin­
ciple shall be applied and carried out in erecting 
vaults, tombstones and headstones or other 
memorial work. 

(2) Any person who fails to observe any such re-
. quirement, order or arrangement, or who, in 

carrying out such work, encroaches on any 
road, path or adjoining ground or grave space, 
shall, if required PY the Council, remove such 
encroachment, and if he fails to do so in the 
time specified in the notice, the whole of the

34. If at any interment a large number of mourners are 
expected to be in attendance the person giving 
notice of such interment shall notify the fact to the 
Superintendent the day before the funeral. 

RELIGIOUS CEREMONIES 

35. (I) The members of any religious denomination 
may conduct religious ceremonies in connection 
with any interment or memorial service subject 
to the control and the regulations of the Coun­
cil. 

(2) No person shall conduct any religious 
ceremony or service according to the rites of 
any denomination in a portion of a cemetery 
which has been reserved by the Council for 
members of another denomination. 

EXPOSURE OF BODIES 

36. No person shall convey any body in an unseemly 
manner or expose any body or any part thereof in 
any street, cemetery, or public place. 

DAYS AND HOURS OF INTERMENT 

37. (I) No interments shall take place on any Satur­
day, Sunday or public holiday except with the 
permission of the Council. 

(2) When such permission has been obtained,. the 
person undertaking the interment shall make all 
the necessary arrangements with the 
Superintendent and the Council shall not be 
responsible for any delay should timeous 
arrangements not be made. 

(3) For interment on Saturdays, Sundays and 
public holidays an extra charge as prescribed in 
Schedule C shall be paid. 

(4) No interment shall be commenced between 
17h00 and 09h00 except in cases of extreme 
urgency and in any such case the Superinten­
dent shall record the reasons for such urgency, 
and all other information in regard to the inter­
ment.

EXHUMATIONS 

40. (1) No coffin or body shall be exhumed except in 
accordance with any law or regulation in force 
for the time being, or by any person not 
authorised by the Council in writing. 

(2) Notice of exhumation shall be handed to the· 
Superintendent at least two clear days before 
the date proposed for the removal of the body, 
except in cases of emergency. 

TIME OF EXHUMATION 

4 l. No person shall exhume or cause to be exhumed 
any body during such time as the cemetery is open 
to the public. 

SCREENING OF EXHUMATION OPERATIONS 

42. The grave from which any body is to be removed 
shall be effectively screened from view during the 
exhumation, and a suitable container shall be kept 
in readiness to receive the exhumed body. 

REMOVAL BY COUNCIL OF BODY FROM ONE 
GRAVE TO ANOTHER 

43. If at any time the exhumation and removal of a 
body becomes necessary, or if any body has been 
buried in a grave in contravention of any of these 
regulations, the Council may, subject to any other 
law, cause such body to be removed to another 
grave: Provided that every near relative of such 
deceased person resident within the municipal area 
shall, if possible, first be informed thereof.

VAULTS 

48. (1) No vault and no brick grave shall be con­
structed in any part of a cemetery without the 
prior consent in writing of the Council, and no 
burial in any vault or brick grave shall take 
place except on the condition that immediately 
after interment the grave shall be filled up with 
earth.

REJECTION OF MEMORIAL WORK 

50. The Council may reject any proposed memorial 
work or inscription which, in its opinion, is of in­
ferior workmanship or quality or which is likely in 
any way to disfigure any cemetery or calculated to 
hurt or off end the feelings of the public.

51. No person shall sit, stand or climb upon or over any 
memorial work, gate, wall, fence or any building in 
a cemetery.

54. (I) If the owner of any memorial work allows it to 
fall into a state of disrepair which, in the opi­
nion of the Council, constitutes a danger to, or 
a disfigurement in the cemetery, the Council 
may by written notice require him to effect such 
repairs as it may consider necessary, and if the 
address of the owner is not known such notice 
may be published in a newspaper circulating 
within the municipal area. 

(2) In the event of the required repairs not being 
effected within one month from the service or 
publication of such notice, the Council may 
itself effect the repairs or remove the memorial 
work without paying any compensation, and 
recover the expense of such repair or removal 
from the owner.

55. Any person engaged upon any work in a cemetery 
shall effect such work under the supervision of and 
to the satisfaction of the Superintendent.

56. The Council shall in no case be liable for damage 
which may at any time occur to any memorial work 
from any cause whatsoever.

57. No person, in constructing any memorial work, 
shall fail to observe any of the following conditions: 

(a) (i) Any person in erecting a tombstone on any 
grave shall whenever required to do so by 
the Town Engineer, provide a reinforced 
concrete block extending over the breadth 
of the grave with each end resting on solid 
ground to an extent of not less than 30 cm 
to serve as a solid base of the tombstone.

(c) No border stones shall be more than 22 cm 
above the surface of the ground or extend more 
than 20 cm below the surface of the ground 
altogether, without the consent of the Council. 

(d) Any headstone shall be securely attached to the 
base to the satisfaction of the Town Engineer. 

(e) No soft stone shall be used for any memorial. 

(t) The base stone of any monument shall be in 
proportion to the size and weight of the struc­
ture to be erected thereon, and the Town 
Engineer shall decide as to the base stone to be 
used for each and every monument. 

VEHICLES AND TOOLS 

58. Every person engaged upon any work upon any 
grave or grave space shall provide the vehicles, 
tools and other appliances which may be required 
by him: Provided that no such vehicles, tools or 
appliances shall be of such a nature that their use 
constitutes a contravention of these regulations. 

RUBBISH AND DEBRIS 

59. No person shall leave any rubbish, loose soil, stone 
or other debris within a cemetery, or in any way 
damage or deface any part of any cemetery, or 
anything therein contained. 

CESSATION OF WORK ON WEEKENDS AND 
HOLIDAYS 

60. No person shall bring any memorial work or 
material or do any work within a cemetery from 
17h00 on Friday in each week until the opening 
hour on the following Monday, and no memorial 
work shall be done on any public holiday. 

UNSUITABLE WEATHER 

61. No person shall fix or erect any memorial work in 
inclement weather or while the ground is, in the opi­
nion of the Superintendent, in an unfit state. 

PRODUCTION OF PERMIT 

62. Every person in charge of work, or on his way to or 
from work within a cemetery shall, upon demand at 
any time, produce his written permission to carry 
out such work.
